Play a version of Duck, Duck, Goose
called No, No, Yes. Have one child be
the first Tapper, and give that child a
fish from the Go Fishing Game. When
the Tapper taps each child’s head,
the child will ask, “Can | have a fish?”
The Tapper can say no as many times
as he or she wants. When the Tapper
wants to tag someone, he or she

will drop the fish in the person’s lap
and say, “Yes!"Then the Tapper and
the tagged child will race around
the circle and the tagged child will
become the new Tapper.

Play several rounds so that everyone
gets to be a Tapper at least once.

ASK: Tell about a time you asked
for something over and over.
Did you get it?

Why is it a good idea to keep
on asking Jesus for help?

Why do you think God some-
times says no to our prayers?

SAY:In our game, everyone eventu-
ally got the fish they asked for! If
